Primary School PE and Sport Funding Statement 2024 – 2025
At Newington Community Primary School, we use the PE and Sport Premium to:
· Build capacity within the school to ensure that improvements made now will benefit children joining the school in future years
· Develop or add to the PE, School Sport and Physical Activity (PESSPA) provision that we offer already
COVID and the increase in social media has resulted in both physical development and fitness deficits. Alongside this we know that young people’s emotional wellbeing and mental health has also been affected. We believe it is more important now than ever for schools to harness the power of play, sport, physical activity, and physical education to help children build their functional capacity, their belonging and their happiness.
We are committed to ensuring that all children have access to physical activity that not only begins to help them restart their active lives so that they again, begin to experience the benefits of regular exercise- from becoming healthier both mentally and physically, helping them to adjust quickly back into school routines, to improve behaviour and better academic achievement.
OUR MISSON: Ambition, Achievement and Aspiration is driven through PE and Sport, enabling us to provide children with as many opportunities as possible to bring our mission to life. 
Purpose of Funding
All children and young people should be taught how to live healthy, active lives and schools have a key role to play. The Childhood Obesity Plan says that at least 30 minutes of daily activity should take place in schools.  All children should have equal access to high-quality PE provision and opportunities to experience and participate in a wide range of sport and physical activities. It is the intention that all schools will use the PE and Sport Premium to help to achieve these aims and make additional and sustained improvements to the PE, sport and physical activity they provide. 
Guidance states that schools should prioritise PE and sport premium spending to improve in the following 5 key areas:
· increasing all staff’s confidence, knowledge and skills in teaching PE and sport
· increasing engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity and sport 
· raising the profile of PE and sport across the school, to support whole school improvement 
·  offer a broader and more equal experience of a range of sports and physical activities to all pupils 
· increase participation in competitive sport
Funding must not be used for:
· Teaching the minimum requirements of the National Curriculum
· Employing coaches of specialist teachers to cover planning, preparation and assessment arrangements for teachers (this must be funded from the school’s core funding)
· Buying in services that will be used in the following academic years
· Buying staff PE kit

Funding Details for Newington Community Primary School
Newington Community Primary School believes in the importance of PE and Sport and its ability to make a significant difference to our children’s physical and mental health. We share a commitment to provide the highest quality PE lessons; opportunities for active play break times and lunchtimes, and structured school sport after school and at weekends. We encourage our children to live active lives where they enjoy participating in a range of physical activities and develop the confidence, skills and attributes associated with good sportsmanship, team work and leadership. We look to use our funding to uphold our whole school aims for PE and Sport. 
Our School Aims
1. To ensure that every child from Nursery to Year 6 has high quality PE experiences so that they can live healthy and enriched lifestyles at Newington and beyond. 
2. To provide opportunities for competitive sport for all.
3. To broaden children’s experience and knowledge of sport by offering a wide range of sports, both individual and team. It is hoped that this will support all children to develop a love of sport for years to come 
4. To identify, nurture and support those children who have a talent and ability to progress in their chosen sport to represent the school, district and county
5. To build capacity and sustainability by ensuring that teaching staff are fully trained in delivering high quality PE
Our Key Priorities 2024 – 2026
· To improve participation of our most vulnerable children
· Ensure that all children have access to 2 hours of high-quality PE each week
· Develop children’s communication skills and ability to work as part of a team
· Increase the opportunities that the children have to represent our school at sporting events
· Develop the role of play leaders across the school to develop active play for both KS 1 and 2
· Ensure that all children who wish to attend, have access to high quality football coaching outside of the school day
· To ensure that high quality teaching and learning of PE is adapted and designed to meet the needs of all learners, particularly those with physical disabilities.

For many years the school used Greenacre to support the planning and delivery of PE across the school. This academic year, we have moved away from Greenacre and have planned a phased implementation of REAL PE. This scheme will support our aims to drive high quality PE teaching and learning for all. REAL PE will help to support EVERY child to develop the physical knowledge and vocabulary, the emotional and thinking skills to achieve in PE and Sport. [image: ]

Newington Community Primary School has a long history of commitment to PE and local sporting events. We have a specific PE Lead, Miss Keilly Bowyer who works closely with our Sports Coach, Mr Ryan Moore. Through this team approach, Newington Community Primary School has started to take a new emphasis on the importance of high-quality PE in lessons as well as continuing to provide a wide range of opportunities for children to participate in school sports, both clubs and tournaments. This includes HAF Club that is run by Ramsgate FC. 
The Thanet Super Passport scheme is supporting us in achieving our aim of increasing the number of opportunities that our children have to represent the school as part of a sports team. This scheme provides us with:
· Access to termly networking meetings for Thanet PE Leads
· Access to the Thanet annual competitions and sports festivals calendar
· Links to local clubs and coaches
· Certificates and medals
Examples of usual provision at our school
· Weekly sport including football, rugby, hockey, dance, multi-skills, basketball, speed stacking, athletics
· Football, basketball, table tennis and dance available at lunchtimes daily
· Afterschool clubs for Dance, Dodgeball, Panna, Hockey
· A dedicated afterschool club for football, operating five nights a week with professional coaches
· Daily access to qualified sports coach – RM Coaching
· Access to competitive sports matches, tournaments and festivals through Thanet Passport
· Swimming for children in Years 4 – 6
· Signposting to holiday sporting activities – Ramsgate FC HAF Club using the school’s facilities
· Celebrating sporting success outside of school via the Newington’s Got Talent Newsletter
· Pupil Leadership development through Play Leader Programme
· Bikeability
· Year 6 Residential
Swimming
Swimming is part of the National Curriculum. As a coastal school, it is essential that children are able to meet the national curriculum standards for swimming before they leave us in Year 6. By the end of Year 6 (aged 11) children should be taught to swim unaided for a distance of at least 25 metres, using recognised strokes, front and back. They must also demonstrate an understanding of water safety. At Newington, all children in Years 4 – 6 participate in swimming lessons to meet the required standards. The children are taught at Ramsgate Swimming Pool by qualified coaches. The outcomes for swimming at the end of Year 6 have been affected in the academic year 2021 – 2022 by pool closure as a result of the Covid-19 pandemic.

Impact of Funding 2023 – 2024
We have evaluated the impact of our spending using the following key performance indicators:
· The engagement of ALL pupils in high quality PE
· The number of children attending after school sports clubs across the school
· Increasing the proportion of children who are disadvantaged attending after school sports clubs
· Increased participation at school sporting events
A curriculum and timetable commitment to two hours a week of PE delivered by PE specialists. We have 2 PE specialists, one specialising in all planned and taught PE and the other focused on participation in whole school sport. All children have access to an inclusive PE curriculum of 2 hours per week. 
PE is part of the schools monitoring schedule whereby provision is monitored internally by SLT and externally by the Trust. 
Whole school football coaching introduced in partnership with RM Coaching will enable an increase in the number of children being able to access football coaching. This extends to Reception classes also.
